 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Nordenberg Fellows Program

The Nordenberg Fellows Program is funded by the Mark A. Nordenberg University Professorship, held by Dr. Alberta Sbragia.  It will provide up to three fellowships to support law students with internships at institutions in Europe during the summer.  The internships may be arranged by the student directly, or through the assistance of the Center for International Legal Education (CILE).


A Nordenberg Fellow will be funded in an amount up to a total of $5,000, to cover travel and expenses of an internship in Europe.  An initial payment of $4,000 will be provided at the beginning of the summer in which the internship occurs, with an additional $500 paid at the end of each of the following fall and spring semesters.


Each Nordenberg Fellow shall:


1)
complete an internship of at least 2 months duration at a location in Europe during the appropriate summer;


2)
complete a course in EU Law either prior to or during the academic year following the internship;


3)
attend at least two lectures sponsored by the European Union Center of Excellence (EUCE) during the academic year following completion of the internship;


4)
be available to meet with potential School of Law applicants when they visit Pittsburgh; and


5)
be available to visit colleges and universities in Western Pennsylvania (at CILE expense – and at times that will not conflict with classes) to speak about his or her internship experience to students who may consider attending the School of Law.


Nordenberg Fellows shall be selected by a committee designated by CILE pursuant to procedures published in the School of Law eDocket from those first and second year law students who shall apply.  The committee shall have the discretion to award up to three fellowships in any given year, but may decide to award any lesser number, based on the applications available.


All Nordenberg Fellowship applications must be submitted to the CILE Office (318) and the accompanying documents (statement of proposed internship, resume, transcript, budget, and research proposal) must also be submitted electronically to CILE Assistant Director Wes Rist at dwrist@pitt.edu.
